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Dale Sanders , CIO for the National Health System of the
Cayman Islands

Dale Sanders is Chief Information Officer for the Cayman Islands Health
Services Authority (HSA) where he is working with his teammates on the
Senior Management Team of the HSA to develop a new care delivery
model that is evidence based and economically sustainable. From 2005-
2009, Sanders was VP and CIO of the Chicago-based Northwestern
Medical Faculty Foundation at Northwestern University which is affiliated
with the 897-bed Northwestern Memorial Hospital. He was recruited to
Northwestern to lead the turnaround of a failing IS organization and the
development of their Enterprise Data Warehouse (EDW), which was successfully implemented
at 47% under budget and operating in less than 4 months. The turnaround of the IS organization
was described as “miraculous” by the CEO. Northwestern was recently ranked as one of the
top 20 hospitals in the US by the Leapfrog Group. He served at Intermountain Healthcare for 8
years where he was the Regional Director of Medical Informatics for 8,000 IS customers at four
hospitals (850 beds total) and 75 ambulatory clinics in the Salt Lake City area. While there, he
was also the Chief Architect of their Enterprise Data Warehouse, recipient of five national
awards in the United States for contributions to healthcare quality and cost reduction.
Intermountain was named the #1 integrated delivery system in the US for 6 consecutive years
during this period, in large part because of their data-driven clinical quality improvement
processes. In 2002, he founded the Healthcare Data Warehousing Association, with now over
100 member organizations. In the early 1990s, he was a consultant for TRW Inc. and Vice
President of Information Technology International where his customers included Intel, Motorola,
IBM, the US Army and Air Force, the National Security Agency (NSA), and others. At Intel, he
designed their first data warehouse, which was deployed to 35 sites worldwide. At NSA, his
team was responsible for threat reduction of terrorism and espionage targeting the nuclear
warheads and command and control system of the United States. From 1983 through 1989, he
was a Captain in the US Air Force where he specialized in the design of large decision support
systems and airborne command centers supporting nuclear warfare and national disasters. He
was a highly decorated officer, receiving 9 medals during his short career, including selection as
Information Systems Officer of the Year in 1985. He has BS degrees in Chemistry and Biology
and a masters-level Certificate in Information Systems Management from the US Air Force. He
is also a certified instructor in the Toyota Production System.

She is a Fellow in the
American Academy of Nursing. Dr. Disch has received numerous awards including the Dorothy
Garrigus Adams Award for Excellence in Fostering Professional Standards from Sigma Theta
Tau International; Outstanding Faculty Member at Rush University College of Nursing;
Outstanding Alumna Awards from the University of Wisconsin School of Nursing and the
University of Alabama at Birmingham School of Nursing; and, most recently, the GE Pioneering
Spirit Award from the American Association of Critical Care Nurses.
